Abstract

This article aims to study the integration of art, landscape, and architecture in
developing Buddhist temples into ramaniya—pleasant and spiritually conducive places. The
study is framed within Buddhist philosophy and environmental design that fosters
psychological healing. The findings indicate that the development of temples as ramaniya
places should emphasize three essential components: (1) The creation of Buddhist art that
embodies Dhamma philosophy and Buddhist aesthetics, such as employing the Dhamma-
cakka (Wheel of Dhamma) as a symbolic representation and as an inspirational basis for artistic
creation. (2) Landscape design that enhances tranquility in accordance with the principle of
Sappaya, including the application of Biophilia that connects humans with nature; and (3) Site
planning and architectural arrangements that align with Buddhist concepts, particularly
cosmology, Tribami (Three Worlds), practical functionality, and local craftsmanship. Buddhist
thought serves as both science and art, wherein the Dhamma-cakka symbolizes Dhamma in
artistic terms, while cosmology, Tribimi, and Sappaya function as archetypal models for Thai
temple design in landscape architecture and architecture. A balanced integration of these
three elements fosters a temple atmosphere conducive to Dhamma study, meditative
practice, and spiritual cultivation. Moreover, temples can serve as sustainable spiritual and
cultural centers that preserve community identity, especially when community participation
in maintenance and development is encouraged, thereby ensuring the sustainability of

temples as ramaniya places.
