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Abstract

The purpose of this research was threefold: Firstly, to study the levels of administrative system
management with school-based management system, information system management, and
students’ quality of secondary schools under the Secondary Education Service Area Office 42;
Secondly, to study the relationship among school-based management system, information
system management, and students’ quality at secondary schools; and Finally, to study factors
affecting students’ quality at secondary schools. Data used in this research were drawn from
343 questionnaires of teachers and school administrators by multi-stage random sampling
technique. The following statistics were computed by frequency, percentage, arithmetic mean,
standard deviation, Pearson product moment correlation, and Stepwise multiple regression
correlation coefficient.

Research results were as follows: 1) The level of using school-based management
system, information system management, and students’ quality at secondary schools under
the Secondary Education Service Area Office 42 was at a high level when comparing with the
established criteria; 2) The relationship coefficients, among school-based management system,
information system management, and students’ quality, were as significant positive moderate
level; and 3) As a result of factors affecting students’ quality, 10 out of all 54 issues as crucial
factors that could predict students’ quality at 67.20 percent and at the .01 level of significance.
Also, the best predictor as “presenting data and information in terms of appropriate, clear,
short, direct to student’s needs, and convenience to application” was found. This only issue
could predict dependent variable “students’ quality of secondary schools under the
Secondary Education Service Area Office 42”7 at 42.10 percent and at the .01 level of
significance.
