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Abstract

This research article was conducted with two main objectives. 1) to compare the
English listening achievement of Grade 10 students at Debsirin School, Chiang Mai, before and
after learning through activity-based learning, and 2) to examine the opinions of Grade 10
students at Debsirin School, Chiang Mai, toward activity-based learning. The sample consisted
of 20 Grade 10 students, with the school selected through purposive sampling and students
selected through simple random sampling within the class. The study employed a quasi-
experimental research design using a one-group pretest—posttest design. The research

instruments included lesson plans, pre-test and post-test assessments, and a student opinion
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questionnaire. Data were analyzed using the mean, standard deviation, and a dependent-
samples t-test.

The results indicated that (1) the students’ English listening achievement after learning
through activity-based learning was significantly higher than before learning at the 0.05 level
of statistical significance, as determined by the dependent-samples t-test, and (2) students’
opinions toward activity-based learning were at the highest level, with a mean score of X =
4.65 and a standard deviation of 0.88 on a five-point Likert scale.
